New York City

The Champlain Hudson Power Express (CHPE)
transmission line is a historic partnership between
Hydro-Québec, TDI, the Mohawk Community of
Kahnawa:ke, and the State of New York linking Québec to
New York City. The line will bring clean, renewable,
Canadian hydroelectricity to power over one million
homes in New York City.

This $6 billion project will be one of the largest energy
infrastructure investments in New York State history and
create opportunities for more than 1,400 Americans
during construction, with a commitment to union labor.
From the beginning of construction through the first 25
years of operation, CHPE will deliver $49.5 billion in
economic benefits to New York State and play a key role
in the state’s energy transition by lowering greenhouse
gas emissions and improving local air quality.

Trade with Canada supports 520,300 employees in
New York in addition to the 65,250 employees at
Canadian-owned businesses across the state. In addition,
New York exports $29.8 billion in goods and services to
Canada.

Canadian-owned companies, including CIBC Holdings,
Brookfield Asset Management, Community Insurance
Agencies and Thomson Reuters, are major contributors
to New York’s economy. They employ residents in every
sector and contribute to the local economy with salary
dollars, paying local taxes, and the purchase of goods and
services in their supply chain.
