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Canada’s national pastime finds new
leadership in Portland
The Portland Winterhawks of the Canadian-based
Western Hockey League (WHL) have found new
ownership. Saskatchewan natives Kerry Preete and Mike
Frank teamed up with U.S.-based businessman Michael
Kramer and the National Hockey League (NHL)
executive Peter Luukko to purchase the franchise.

The Winterhawks organization employs 30 people in the
Portland area and serves over 200,000 fans each year.
The economic impact of WHL teams on communities like
Portland is estimated to exceed $30 million on an annual
basis. The Winterhawks captured the 2019–20 WHL
Championship with a roster including 15 Canadian-born
players.
